e Residents requested full compensation for the removal of the concrete so they may replace it with
concrete.
¢ The Township explained that it offers asphalt replacement or a dollar amount equivalent to the square
footage cost of asphalt. This would allow homeowners to apply the funds toward installing concrete if they
choose, since the aprons are located within the road right-of-way.

Road Department-Various Topics

The Road Superintendent reported that he will provide the Board with a list of addresses where driveways have
already been “based-in” for asphalt installation, noting that some property owners have since reconsidered after
signing the asphalt apron agreement. He also recommended revising the driveway apron waiver form to address
cases where payment remains outstanding for drive pipe replacement and reimbursement is being requested for
concrete aprons. The Superintendent will consult with the Geauga County Assistant Prosecutor regarding letters
to be sent to residents with past-due balances.

The Board of Trustees and the Road Superintendent discussed multiple drainage swale blockages and other repair
needs throughout the Township.
